Artist Statement Basic Format

· Two pages minimum—double spaced, 12 pt Times New Roman font

· Include title of the book and the type of art

· Minimum 4 paragraphs

Content of Artist Statement :

Paragrpah I 

Begin with an overview paragraph that makes a concise statement about your work.  Generally explain the assignment and its purpose.  Include basic background information about the book, your brainstorming, and final plans for the project.  This paragraph should be broad in scope. Specifics will come next.

Paragraph II

Next, go into detail about what the work is and how it was made.  Explain why you use the materials and tools that you do.  Be specific about the type of paper used and indicate the size and color.  Specify whether it is a sketch, or a collage, etc...  What type of pencil or pen did you use?  Did you use markers or paint? If you use glue… what kind?  If you use string, glitter, popsicle sticks, paperclips, etc… describe it in this paragraph.  This is where you explain: 

Concrete: “What it’s made of, what I did”

· Factual, objective

· No one can argue with it

Paragraph III

Point out themes in your work and discuss your symbolism and where you obtained your ideas and inspiration.  This is where you get to explain your choices as an artist and express yourself creatively.  There are no wrong answerers, you can think outside the box, and have creative license here.  Why do you like specific things?  Why did you focus where you did?  Why did you choose the quotes that you did? This part is the abstract component of your artist statement and therefore, it is the most important paragraph!  If done well, this will also provide clear evidence of your understanding of the book.
 Abstract: “What it means”

· Opinion of artist, subjective

· What the art is trying to say

· Can argue with it

· Describe the figurative, implied, symbolic, metaphorical meaning of art and why it demonstrates and understanding of the book

Paragraph IV

Finally, sum up the most important points made throughout previous paragraphs.  Tie your thoughts together and conclude them for the reader.

WRITE PROFESSIONALLY! COMPLETE THE WRITING PROCESS!  CHECK SPELLING!

Do not use, “I like it”... or, “I think it’s cool”… or, “stuff” or, “thing,” etc…
